Introduction to SEN Policy – April 2008  

This is a policy to promote the successful inclusion of pupils with special educational needs and disabilities at Erpingham VC Primary School.  We work within the Code of Practice which ‘promotes consistency of approach to meeting children’s special educational needs and places the rights of children at the heart of the process, allowing them to be heard and to take part in decisions about their education.’

At Erpingham School, we are committed to offering an inclusive curriculum to ensure the best possible progress for all of our pupils whatever their needs or abilities.  Not all pupils with disabilities have special educational needs and not all pupils with SEN meet the definition of disability, but this policy covers all of these pupils.

The term Special Educational Need has a legal definition.  Children with special educational needs all have learning difficulties that make it harder for them to learn than most children of the same age.  These children may need extra or different help from that given to other children of the same age.
Of course, some of these children may need extra help because of a range of needs:

· of a physical or mental nature, connected with sight, hearing or speech, or physical or sensory difficulties,

· emotional or behavioural
· specifically related to an aspect of literacy or mathematics

· more general, covering some or all aspects of school work.

Many children will have special educational needs of some kind during their education and a few children will need extra help for some or all of their time in school.
